Create a group: There are three types of information you'll need to provide when
creating a new Google group: general information, group type, and basic
permissions.

From the Home screen, click on the New group button. The Create a group
page is displayed.

Describe the group. Refer to Establish general information for further
information about these options.

Select a group type. Refer to Select a group type for further information about
these options.

Set basic permissions. Refer to Set basic permissions for further information
on these options. Click the Create group button. The group is created.

Invite people to your group One way to encourage group participation is to invite
people to join your group. To invite people to your group:
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From the Topics screen, click on the Manage button. A list of items appears
on the left-hand side of the screen.

Click on Invite members. The Add/Invite members screen appears.
